After reading your lit circle book, you and your team will have a block period and two class periods to put together a talk show that helps us understand your book and proves to me that you all read the book and thought about it. You may want to consider doing this in the style of Oprah (deep), Ellen (funny), Jerry Springer (confrontational), Judge Judy(legal/judicial), or Dateline(news/true crime). Use your notes and information from your lit circle discussions.
· Make sure that you identify the characters in some way-nametags, costumes, etc- and go into detail about them using your format. What discoveries did the character/s make?

· Briefly uncover the plot-conflict, climax, and resolution. Don't include the rising action and falling action.

· Cover compelling or interesting sections, chapters, or scenes in the book.

Even though this is a group project, you will receive an individual grade based on how well you do. You must, however, work together well with your group to get an A.
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
