Narrative and Essay checklists

Narrative Checklist

· Tell the story in first person-I, me, mine, my, etc.

· Include dialogue, setting description, character description. (Honors: Use interior monologue and blocking, too.)

· Underline SOB verbs-is, are, was, were, am been, being-and change the verb (and sometimes entire sentence) to use a strong/vivid action verb.

· Check dialogue formatting: new paragraph for each new speaker, punctuation inside quotes

· Use your formatting sheet in the front of your composition book

· Circle all FAN BOYS and check for independent clauses on either side. Put a comma before the coordinating conjunction if it joins two independent clauses.

· Run spell check and if you aren't sure how a word is spelled, get help.

Essay Checklist

· Review your writing scoring guide information and your assignment sheet to make sure you have included everything you need to include

· Use present tense when writing about literature

· No second person (you)

· No random capitalization but capitalize proper nouns

· Run spell check and have someone else read to check for spelling errors

· Use few pronouns and when you do, make sure the antecedent (the noun the pronoun is taking the place of) is clear

· The points must be written about in the same order in the body of the paper as in your thesis statement.
