Portfolio Project

Due Date: Tuesday, May 26, 2009(Bonus points for early turn in on 5/22)

Total Point Value: 200
Goal:

An important part of your experience as a developing writer is having an opportunity to showcase your best work, reflect on your academic and intellectual growth and on the class as a whole.  The best way to do this is by creating a cumulative portfolio for your work that will include reflective examples of your writing. All rewrites and your reflective essays must be typed.

Checklist: Put items in the following order in your completed portfolios!
          Title Page: Visually represents your concept of self in relationship to the writing process. Your visual should be a metaphor for who you are as a writer. Includes title and your name. (15 points)

          Table of Contents: Clearly itemizes contents of portfolio. Make sure to put pages numbers, and paginate book. (15 points)

          Work Samples: From your writing thus far, choose three pieces to revise and polish-one narrative, one essay and one poem/piece.  In the final portfolio, include at least one draft for each writing sample along with your revised draft. (Total of 3 pieces/25 points each=75 points) 

          Work Sample Reflections: For each of the four samples, write a paragraph that answers the following questions. (Total of 3 pieces/15 points each=45 points) Order your pieces-first draft, second draft, and then reflection. They must be in this order to receive full credit.

    * Why did you choose this piece?

    * Which aspects were the most challenging? Why?

    * Of which aspects are you most proud? Why?

    * Other reflections

           Reflective Essay: In one single spaced page, reflect on your development as a writer. Evaluate your strengths and weaknesses(1) and comment on your growth since the beginning of the year(2). Identify a specific area that you would like to continue working on(3).  Use specific examples from your reading/writing experiences to support your reflection. Organize this as an essay with an introduction, body, and conclusion. (50 points)
